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Moving from Fear to Faith

The 5 Week Bible Study Course ended the 2nd June 
on a blessed note!

Nearly every school term I do a Bible Study Course.
This year the topics will be focused on emotions.  Since fear is a reality in our society 
today, we began the year by discussing fear and how we as Christians can deal with it. 
The topics were: Fight or flight, Distorted reality & fear nothing, When you feel you're 
losing control, Replacing your fear with God's power and Becoming a woman of faith.  

The course, merged by many sources, was challenging to present but turned out to be a 
blessing in the lives for the women who attended.  Please pray that I would have the 
ability to gather and adapt material of my own for publication rights.

I found the individual sessions simple but meaningful -  
leaving a picture or image with me of how one can hold on to faith - even when you are "fearing".  
Our lives are filled with so much that challenge us, derail us, put us off - but if we only but hold 
onto God - we can live in faith and be strong, no matter what.

Maybe you should start  
each lesson with an interaction session to help break down the silence.
